Its first store, Art Nouveau
Café, was located in Saudi Arabia. The café became popular with local U.S. soldiers, who
asked the brothers to open a café on a nearby military base. Green Beans Coffee grew
with the U.S. military as its footprint expanded in Southwest Asia, the Middle East and
Africa.
